RULES

The A.R.M.I. "ITALIAN NAVY COASTAL RADIO STATIONS" Award has been made to
commemorate the Italian Navy Coastal Radio Stations. This Award is open to all the OM and
SWL worldwide. For the 2018 edition, the Jolly Station will be Maritele Livorno:

IDK

DURATION:
Tha Award will start March 3rd, 2018 (00.00 UTC) and will last up to March 18th, 2018 (24.00
uTC)

STATIONS:

The following stations will be active:

- Special Call Stations representing the Navy Coastal Stations (see ARMI website
http://www.assoradiomarinai.it)

- Stations with ARMI reference

- Stations with other Naval Club reference

- Indipendent Stations

MODES:
The following modes are allowed: CW - SSB - DIGI (PSK31 - RTTY - FT8)

BANDS:
All the HF bands, following the IARU Band Plan

QSO points:

QSOs (HRD) with Navy Coastal Radio Stations : 15 points (all modes);

QSOs (HRD) with A.R.M.I. Club and Naval Clubs Stations : 5 points (CW);

QSOs (HRD) with A.R.M.I. Club and Naval Clubs Stations : 3 points (PSK31 — RTTY - FT8);
QSOs (HRD) with A.R.M.I. Club and Naval Clubs Stations: 2 points (SSB);



QSO0s (HRD) with Indipendent Stations: 1 point (all modes)

QSO0s (HRD) with the Italian Navy Coastal Radio Station "JOLLY" IISIDK: 25 points (all
modes);

N.B. : All the Stations ( JOLLY Station, NAVAL Stations, Coastal Stations and INDIPENDENT
Stations), have the possibility to be contacted ( QSOs made) every day, only for each MODE
(SSB - CW - DIGIMODE) daily. All dupes will not count for the final score.

MULTIPLIER

Every single first QSO with a Coastal Station

I.E. If I have a total of 5 different Costal Stations at the end of of the Award period, my result
will be multiplied 5 times.

AWARDS
To get the Award you need a number of points as follow:

Italian Stations: 50 points;
European Stations: 25 points;
Non-European Stations: 5 points;

CALL

Call will be as follow :

CW / PSK31-RTTY : CQ CQ DE II5IDK II5IDK AWARD IT NAVY COASTAL RADIO STATIONS K
SSB : CQ CQ de II5IDK - Italian navy coastal radio station award - .

RST and Numbers

Coastal Radio Stations will give RST followed by MI#

A.R.M.I. Stations will give RST followed by MI#

NAVAL STATION (*) will give RST followed by number of inscription of the local Club (MF# -
IN# - RN#....).

CATEGORY

There will be three separate categories: :

"NAVAL" ARMI Stations and other Naval Club Members (*)
"INDIPENDENT" all the other OM

"SWL



SUBCATEGORY

There are three subcategory:

"MIXED" (SSB - CW - PSK31 - RTTY- FT8)
"PHONE" (SSB)

"MORSE" (CW)

Only one subcategory can be entered.

PRIZES

The station with the highest score will receive the prize from the Award Sponsor (see official
website);

The highest score for each Category / Subcategory will receive a plaque;

The SWL will have only the Mixed Subcategory;

The Coastal Station will receive prizes for the I, II and III position;

Prizes will be released for all Category/subcategory only if there will be al least 5 stations in
the final ranking

All partecipants will receive an electronic certificate stating the partecipation (free of charge,
PDF/JPG)

N.B. : To be eligible to the final prize and score, the station shall request the paper Award. All
stations requesting the electronic partecipation certificate, will not be part of the final ranking
and will not be eligible to the prizes.

The Award must be requested via email , stating the log forwarded. The station need to make
the request with a sum of 10€ (15usd). This will give the opportunity to receive the paper
Award (with ranking position, mode and final score) and partecipate to the final score ( the
sum must be sent after the award end and within the deadline). If anybody shall prefer the
parchel format, the contribution fee will be 15€ (20usd).

LOGS

Logs must be sent in ADIF/CBR/TXT/DOC format.

Any electronic log can be used.

Every single log will be cheched with the electronic cheklog sheet; this will be the only official
programme used to manage the Award final score.

You can use the “elecronic sheet for the score count” (“Foglio Elettronico per il calcolo del
punteggio”) that can be downloaded at the ARMI website (http://www.assoradiomarinai.it)
Each log stating significant errors will be excluded from the final score and used as checklog.
